Exports to Hong Kong, Japan's largest export partner for Foodstuff, increased 4% to ¥150.0
billion. Exports to ASEAN went down 6% to ¥93.0 billion. Exports to China grew 9% to ¥67.0
billion and exports to USA were flat from a year earlier at ¥88.0 billion.

@ Foodstuff imports turned to a decline for the first time in four years, dropping 9% to ¥6.4 trillion.
Imports of Fish & Fish Preparation fell 6% to ¥1.5 trillion (down 2% to 2.1 million tons) and
imports of Shrimps, Prawns, Lobsters, one of the major items among Fish & Fish Preparation,
went down for the second consecutive year, falling 4% to ¥200.0 billion (up 6% to 170,000
tons). Imports of Meat & Meat Preparation decreased 7% to ¥1.3 trillion (up 5% to 2.7 million
tons). Imports of Cereals, Cereal Preparation declined 18% to ¥710.0 billion (up 2% to 24 million
tons). Among these, imports from USA went down 25% to ¥360.0 billion. Imports of Vegetables
fell 8% to ¥500.0 billion (up 2% to 2.8 million tons) and imports of Fruits went down 8% to

¥490.0 billion (up 2% to 2.5 million tons).

@ Wood imports declined for the third consecutive year, dropping 7% to ¥370.0 billion mainly
due to the appreciating yen while the new housing starts grew for the second consecutive year
(967,000 units) and the floor space increased after declining for two years. Imports of Lumber,
which accounted for three quarters of the total, went down 7% to ¥280.0 billion. Imports of
Logs, which accounted for one quarter of the total, went down 7% to ¥84.0 billion (up 6% to 3.49
million cubic meters).

@ Imports of Wood from Canada fell 13% to ¥92.0 billion and imports of Wood from USA declined
13% to ¥69.0 billion in North America. Imports of Wood from Asia fell 12% to ¥51.0 billion with
decreased imports from Malaysia (down 21% to ¥15.0 billion) and China (down 13% to ¥21.0
billion). Imports of Wood from Chile went down 31% to ¥7.2 billion and imports of Wood from
New Zealand declined 6% to ¥8.2 billion. Imports of Wood from EU went up 5% to ¥91.0 billion
with increased imports from Germany (up 53% to ¥5.4 billion), Sweden (up 9% to ¥23.0 billion)
and Finland (up 4% to ¥28.0 billion).

@ Mineral Fuels exports declined for the third consecutive year, falling 28% to ¥900.0 billion.

Among these, exports of Petroleum Products (Gas Oil, Kerosene, and Petroleum Spirits) went
down 29% to ¥870.0 billion.

@ Mineral Fuels imports plummeted reflecting the falling crude oil prices, dropping 34% to ¥12.0

trillion. Imports of Petroleum, which accounted for nearly 50% of the total and is the largest
import item of all, went down for the third consecutive year, dropping 32% to ¥5.5 trillion (190
million kiloliters, flat from a year earlier). CIF (cost, insurance, and freight) prices went down for
the fourth consecutive year, faling 25% to $41.5 per barrel. Imports of LNG, which accounted
for a quarter of the total, sharply declined on a value basis, dropping 40% to ¥3.3 trillion (down
2% to 83 million tons). Imports of Petroleum Products fell 41% to ¥1.1 trillion. Imports of
Petroleum Spirits, which accounted for nearly 80% of the total imports of Petroleum Products,
went down 39% to ¥820.0 billion (down 13% to 26 million kiloliters). Imports of Coal dropped
16% to ¥1.7 trillion as the price fell despite the unchanged volume (190 million tons). Among
these, imports of Coking Coal for thermal power generation purposes fell 20% to ¥880.0 billion
(down 3% to 110 million tons). Imports of LPG decreased 31% to ¥450.0 billion (11.0 million
tons, flat from a year earlier).

Exports of
Plastic Materials turned to a decline, losing 7% to ¥2.83 trillion. By area and country, exports
to Asia, which accounted for three quarters of the total, fell 8% to ¥5.3 trillion with decreased
exports to China (down 7% to ¥1.9 trillion).

By area
and country, imports from EU fell 11% to ¥2.5 trillion with sharply declined imports from Ireland
(down 33% to ¥460.0 billion). Imports from China decreased 13% to ¥980.0 billion and imports
from USA went down 7% to ¥1.2 trillion.
