@ Mineral Fuels exports increased for the second consecutive year, growing 2.2 times from a year earlier to ¥2.2
trillion, which broke the highest record. Among these, exports of Petroleum Products (Gas Oil, Kerosene, and
Petroleum Spirits) went up 2.2 times from a year earlier to ¥2.1 trillion.

@ Mineral Fuels imports went up for the second consecutive year, increasing 97% to ¥33.5 trillion reflecting
the energy price hike, which broke the highest record and accounted for 28% of Japan's total imports (up
8 percentage points from a year earlier). Imports of Petroleum, which accounted for amost 40% of the total
and is the largest import item of all, rose 92% to ¥13.3 trillion (up 9% to 160.0 million kiloliters). CIF (cost,
insurance, and freight) prices went up for the second consecutive year, growing 47% to $103.0 per barrel.
Imports of Petroleum Products rose 32% to ¥2.8 trillion. Imports of Petroleum Spirits, which accounted for
around 75% of the total imports of Petroleum Products, went up 30% to ¥2.1 trillion (down 16% to 28.0
million kiloliters).

By area and country, exports to
Asia grew 18% to ¥2.1 trillion with increased exports to Korea (up 74% to ¥230.0 billion) and Taiwan (up 25%
to ¥330.0 billion). Exports to USA (up 55% to ¥170.0 billion) also rose.

@ Nonferrous Metals imports increased for the second consecutive year, rising 18% to ¥3.3 trillion, which broke
the highest record. By product, imports of Alminium & Alminium Alloys (up 36% to ¥1.1 trillion, down 3% to
